A brief History: Frederic Ozanam founded The Society of St. Vincent de Paul
in Paris in 1833 to help the poor and dedicated it to St. Vincent de Paul (1580-
1660). The Society leads Catholics to grow in spirituality by offering person-to
-person service to the needy, making no distinction in those being served
because “Vincentians see the face of Christ in every needy person.” No work
of Charity is foreign to the Society.

Probably best known for its Thrift Stores operated across the country, we have
our own SVDP Thrift Stores, located all around the Valley. The Boise area
offers food through our Food Pantry and Mobile Pantry Programs. Less well
known are the Home Visits our volunteers make to help those needing assis-
tance with rent, utilities, clothing and other expenses.
