In the Greek
form of the Hebrew word “Hallelu Yah,” which
means “Praise the Lord!” or more literally “Praise
Yahweh!” “Yahweh was the sacred name of God
never pronounced by anyone except the High Priest, and
then only once a year. So whenever the name of God
appeared in the Scriptures, the reader would say “Adonai”
instead. “Adonai” is a Hebrew word that means “Lord.”
